FLEECE ENTRY FORM

Sheep Breeds — Fiber Categories: Long, Medium, Fine, Primitive

Type: Lamb, Yearling, Adult + Ewe, Buck. Wether

Mohair — Fiber Categories: White and Colored

Type: Kid, Yearling, Adult + Doe, Buck, Wether

Cashmere — Fiber Categories: White, Colored

Type: First year, Second vear, Third year, Forth Year + Doe. Buck, Wether
Alpaca — Fiber Categories: Huacaya, Suri

Type: Juvenile, Yearlings, Two Year Olds, Adults

Llama — Fiber Categories: Fiber Llama. Pack Llama

Type: Juvenile, Yearlings, Two Year Olds, Adults

1. Fleece must be in a clear plastic bag. Do not roll fleeces with paper or tie with twine. Fleeces
may be removed from bag for judging.

2. All fleeces must represent 12 months or less of growth, with the exception of first shearing,
yearling fleeces.

3. Fill out your name, address. contact info, breed of animal. category. type. and gender
example; Merino, fine, adult, wether / Mohair, colored. kid./ Cashmere, white, first year. doe.

4. Include this form in the bag with each fleece.

5. Awards for Overall Champion & Reserve in wool, mohair, cashmere. alpaca. & llama.

6. Fee is $3.00 per entry by July 1. Any late entries post marked after July 1™ will be accepted.
but will have a fee of $6.00 per entry.
